	Driving Question:  How do frogs/bullfrogs survive in their habitat? (behaviors, adaptations, physical) (Low)   How do people affect the habitat of  frogs/bullfrogs? (Middle/High)

	Project Objective:   When students complete this project, they will be able to research a frog or bullfrog and gain knowledge of how they adapt and survive in their environment or how humans influence their habitats.    Student will be able to learn how to give a presentation and create a power point presentation or voice thread to convince students in their school community to save this kind of species.

	Managing the Project: Step by step:
Starting Time: November 7- December 19 (6 Weeks/6 Fridays)
Day one:  Choosing a frog from the following (bullfrog, poison dart, gopher frog, goliath frog, red eyed tree frogs). Students will be in groups 5 and choose a topic from a bag.  Next, students will have a pictures of their topics and use the discussion protocol to just down questions about their topics: I notice and I wonder.  The next steps is for students to finalize what will be their questions (subtopics).  Each student will assign a question. 

Day Two: Students will develop their topics by researching using the Source Grids (differentiated for high, medium and low).  Students will be taking notes using words/phrases. Students will use books or Portaportal to gather their notes. 

Day Three: Students will continue to develop their topics by gathering vocabulary words related to the topic. Creating a glossary page. Students can also gather more notes to support their subtopics. 

Day Four:  Students will choose the type of technology that they will use (Prezi –pending, Power Point or Voice Thread) Students will begin using their notes to develop their drafts by writing body paragraphs.  Then students will begin creating their presentations. 

Day Five: Revising/Editing/ Practicing how to give an oral presentation
